Susan Jang, one of America’ s top up and coming professional 23 Rep/Read Moscow
violinists, agreed to write a few words about the importance of group 30  SoloDay Pullman
classes for our February Newsletter!

Susan started lessons in Ann Arbor, Michigan at the age of 6.
Like you, she started with Twinkle rhythms and bow exercises. She
came to private lessons each week, played in solo recitals, attended Suzuki workshops, and attended group class.
Susan practiced....A LOT.

It is no surprise to me that after much hard work, Susan is now embarking on a very promising career.

She tells me that her path has been a“long road”, but she loves music with a passion and appears happy to have
been presented with so many opportunities. Susan is extremely modest, so she didn’t tell me all of her
accomplishments when we spoke recently.

Instead, she wanted to talk about her memories of growing up learning the violin. But, in order to
appreciate her words below, | need to tell you about at |east some of her achievements, so | did some detective
work. (Googleis great!)

Susan has played at Carnegie Hall and has placed in several International Violin competitions. She was
the 2006 Stulberg Gold Medalist, was the 4™ place winner of the Stradivarius International Competition, and is
concertmistress of the American Chamber Strings. She now studies with Pamela Frank and Ida Kavafian at the
Curtis Ingtitute and is graduating soon to pursue a professional career. She has certainly grown into a mature
musician, aperson | am honored to have started on the violin 15 years ago.

When Susan called me recently to reconnect, she didn’t want to talk about all of these things. She wanted
to talk to me about her childhood experiences, and she brought up her group class memories in the conversation. |
asked Susan to write afew words for us, and here is what she wrote. Her group class experience clearly provided
essential motivation in her younger years.

“ | think when you are growing up as a child, learning to play an instrument, the most important
key is motivation. What the child will learn from lessons and group classesis self confidence,
respect for self and others, musicianship skills,and so much more. The group will not only be a
fun experience for the young ones, but also it gives them the chance to show their
accomplishments to others and to enjoy music. Learning the violin is like alanguage, you must
surround the child with an environment. For example: listening to classical music, attending group
classes, etc.”

Susan also wrote about her passion for music, and the importance of a positive relationship between the teacher
and student. Susan’ s words and story inspire me to appreciate the work students, parents and teachers do each and
every week at group class. Group classes really do have along lasting effect. It's sometimes difficult to see the
long term benefits, when we are in the midst of the trees.

It
will be avery exciting program including a performance of Brahms Double concert for violin and cello featuring
Dr. Meredith Arksey on violin and Dr. Ruth Boden on cello. Brahms wrote this concerto to re-establish his close
friendship with his friends, Joseph Joachim (violinist) and Robert Hausmann (cellist). He had promised
Hausmann to write a concerto for him, but hadn’t quite gotten around to it. 1" m sure Hausmann was disappointed
since Brahms was such a great composer, and we cellists often feel neglected when it comes to having great
literature to perform! Brahms also had a serious falling out with his very dear friend Joseph Joachim. The
concerto’ s theme is made up of the notes F, A and E. It stood for Joachim’s personal motto frei aber einsam
("free but lonely"). Imagine, one concerto to bring back together three close friends — music can have such power!

Also on the program will be Howard Hansen’ s 2™ Symphony better known as the “ Romantic”. Serge
Koussevitzky, a conductor, composer and bassist commissioned this symphony to celebrate the Boston
Symphony’ s 50" anniversary. Howard Hansen was an American composer born in Nebraska in 1896, and lived to
be nearly 85 years old. He became awell-known composer and was hired to be the director of Eastman School of
Music, one of our country’s top music schools. One of the themes used in the symphony has become known as
the Interlochen theme. Interlochen is an arts camp that many former (and one current) PSS students have
attended. The theme is always played at the end of concerts and the audience leavesin silence. Thisisyour
chanceto hear it and APPLAUD!
